4. Receive update from MECA regarding the Dow School Project
Alice Valdez reported that MECA received $500,000 from the Brown Foundation and $700,000 from the City’s Department of Housing and Community Development and funds from the Houston Endowment.  Construction costs have risen and will be reflected in the budget.  
5. Discuss and take necessary action with regards to the annual letter of compliance for the Dow School project to be issued from the Old Sixth Ward Redevelopment Authority to the City of Houston required by the Enforcement Agreement between Reinvestment Zone Number Thirteen, City of Houston, Texas, the Old Sixth Ward Redevelopment Authority and the City of Houston, Texas.
